Recommended Control Installation
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Utilising the Mohlenhoff control wiring centre, room stats, pump relay and actuators results in an effective and reliable system.

The following should be noted:
4-core wiring is required between the room stats and the centre. Ensure that the wiring conforms to the operating voltage. (220 V ac is standard).

We suggest 4x1 sq NYMJ. The stat bases wiring terminals are clearly identified with the wiring terminals on the wiring centre.
To avail of an adjustable set back temperature and preferential time control on the heating system (night rate saving) a master stat is required.
Master Stat operation.

1 Set Room temperature. (ST)
2 Set timed operation. (timed)
3 Temperature set back. (SB)

a. When ST is achieved room heating stops within the timed operation.

b.  If room temp is ST less SB outside timed operation room heating resumes.
Example Timer set for night operation, ST = 21, SB = 5.



3am room temperature 20 C = room heating on



4am room temperature 21C = room heating off,



12 noon room temperature 18C = room heating off.



8pm room temperature 15 C = room heating on.

This is for demonstration purposes and not indicative of actual room temperatures.

Configuring the Pump relay to the Master stat:
A number of jumpers are provided it is important that
 The pump selection is changed to select the position of the master stat (position 1-6).
 The run on signal is selected to 15 min to prevent excessive starts of the heat pump.

The Pump relay is a volt free connection which is wired to switch connection 3 & 4 on the heat pump panel.
